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Volume and structure of a research: The work includes an introduction,
two chapters, a conclusion, a list of references, and appendices. The total length is
133 pages, including the appendices. The list of references contains 55 entries from
both domestic and foreign authors, as well as state regulatory documents and
educational publications. The research features 4 tables and 2 appendices.

Object of a research is the process of foreign language education within the
framework of secondary vocational education.

Subject of a research is the development of monological speech skills
within extracurricular activities in a foreign language context, utilizing integrated
subject-language teaching methods.

Research purpose: The aim of the study is to theoretically substantiate,
develop, and empirically test the effectiveness of using elements of subject-
language integrated learning within extracurricular activities in foreign language
education in the system of secondary vocational education for the development of
students' monological speech skills.

Research methods: The research methods include theoretical analysis of
literature on the research problem; analysis of regulatory documents; testing; and
statistical data processing methods.

Hypothesis: The development of monological speech skills among students
in the secondary vocational education system will be more effective when using
elements of subject-language integrated learning within extracurricular activities in
foreign language education. This is because subject-language integration combines

the acquisition of language culture within professional training and creates



conditions for forming the necessary skills that will make students competitive
specialists in the labor market.

Practical Value: The practical value lies in the potential application of the
research findings in teaching English within the secondary vocational education
system.

Scientific novelty: The scientific novelty of the research is revealed through
the exploration of the features of using elements of subject-language integrated
learning technology for developing monological speech skills among students in
the secondary vocational education system. As part of the study, a practical course
has been developed that incorporates elements of subject-language integrated
learning in extracurricular activities for English language instruction, aimed at
enhancing the monological speech skills of second-year students in the specialty
15.02.10 "Mechatronics and Mobile Robotics™ (in addition to the educational and
methodological complex "English for Students of Automation™ by M.Yu.
