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Volume and structure of a research: the work consists of an Introduction,
two chapters, conclusions for each chapter, a Conclusion, a List of References, and
an Appendix. It is presented in 163 pages of typed text. The List of References
includes 99 works by domestic and foreign authors, as well as regulatory
documents and educational publications.

Work contains 2 tables and 4 applications.

Object of a research is the process of teaching foreign languages to college
students.

Subject of a research is the use of information and communication
technologies (ICT) as a tool for developing lexical and grammatical skills in first-
year college students during foreign language instruction.

Research purpose is to theoretically substantiate and experimentally verify
the effectiveness of ICT as a tool for developing lexical and grammatical skills in
college students learning a foreign language.

Research methods include theoretical analysis of literature on the research
problem, analysis of regulatory documents, and statistical data processing methods.

Hypothesis suggests that using ICT in the development of lexical and
grammatical skills will make the process of teaching foreign languages to college
students more effective, as ICT fosters students' active participation and direct
involvement in the learning process.

Practical importance lies in the potential application of its findings in
teaching English to first-year college students.

Scientific novelty of the research is in revealing the features of using ICT to

develop lexical and grammatical skills in college students. As part of the study,



three lessons were developed to integrate ICT for enhancing these skills in first-
year students specializing in 49.02.01 "Physical Education", supplementing the
textbook English Language by A.P. Golubev.
