Object of a research is a process of learning a foreign language in 5th
grade.

Subject of a research is a multimedia art-technologies as a means of
developing grammatical skills of students in a foreign language lesson in 5th grade.

Research purpose is to theoretically substantiate and empirically test the
effectiveness of using multimedia art technologies in the English lesson in 5th
grade as a means of developing students' grammatical skills.

Research methods: theoretical analysis of the literature on the research
problem; analysis of normative documents; testing; methods of statistical data
processing.

Hypothesis the use of multimedia art technologies in English lessons in 5th
grade will contribute to the effective development of students' grammatical skills,
as multimedia resources such as videos, animations, interactive tasks and visual
elements make the learning process more exciting and accessible, moreover, these
technologies create conditions for deeper and more effective grammar
development. They stimulate the interest of students, contribute to a better
perception of the material and allow them to visually demonstrate grammatical
constructions in context. In addition, the use of art technologies, such as drawing
and creating projects, contributes to the active involvement of students in the
learning process, which, in turn, improves their understanding and memorization of

grammatical rules.
