Object of a research is the development of lexical and grammatical skills in
teaching a foreign language.

Subject of a research is the use of online technologies for the development
of lexical and grammatical skills in the process of teaching English lessons.

Research purpose is to theoretically substantiate the need to use online
technologies in the process of teaching a foreign language, to develop and apply in
practice a set of exercises that contribute to the development of lexical and
grammatical skills of students in the 9th grade.

Research methods: theoretical analysis of the literature on the research
problem; analysis of normative documents; testing; methods of statistical data
processing.
