of existing and most frequently used approaches to resolving the professional
deficits of young teachers. Tasks have been identified that are fully aimed at
achieving the set goal. The object and subject of the study are indicated, the
research methods are indicated.

The first chapter examines the prerequisites for the emergence of
professional deficits, examines the causes that make it difficult to resolve
professional deficits, the theoretical definition of the concept of a young teacher,
and defines the concept and types of professional deficits of young teachers. In the
same chapter, the types of resolution of professional deficits that currently exist in
the field of general education are considered.

In the second chapter, research activities are carried out on the topic of the
dissertation, in order to identify the professional deficits of young history teachers,
confirming the theoretical ideas about the problem outlined in the first chapter of
the dissertation, and a list of recommendations for resolving the professional
deficits of young history teachers is also provided.
