Review

The structure of our study reflects its logic, consists of an introduction, two

chapters, conclusion, list of literature and applications

The introduction substantiates the relevance of the selected topic, the object
and subject of the study are determined, goals and objectives are set, the
hypothesis is formulated, the scientific novelty and the practical significance of

this study is revealed.

The first chapter - “Theoretical prerequisites for the formation of reader
literacy of students in grades 5-7 in the history of the history of the main
secondary school” - is devoted to the understanding of key concepts. In it, we
analyze the very concept of “reader literacy” in the context of modern
pedagogical and psycholinguistic research. Particular attention is paid to its place
as a meta -subject result in accordance with the Federal State Educational
Standard. We consider what requirements the standard makes on the level of
formation of reader literacy among students of the main school. The chapter also
analyzes the psychological and pedagogical features of the development of reader
literacy in adolescents studying in grades 5-7, taking into account their age
interests, motives and difficulties.

Both general methods of
working with the text and the features of their application are considered precisely
in history lessons in grades 5-7. Important components of this chapter are the
analysis of existing approaches to the diagnosis of the level of formation of reader
literacy, which is necessary to assess the initial state and the effectiveness of
further work. Also, this chapter is the core of the practical part of the study. In
this chapter, we substantiate the choice of specific forms, methods and means that
will be used to increase reader literacy, based on theoretical provisions and
analysis of existing practice. The content and stages of experimental work are
described in detail, during which the developed technique is tested in a real
educational process. A developed technique is presented, including a set of
special tasks and exercises for working with historical texts, taking into account

the age characteristics of seventh graders and the specifics of the subject.

The chapter ends with the analysis and interpretation of the results of
experimental work, where the level of reader literacy is compared before and after
applying the developed methodology, conclusions are drawn about its

effectiveness.

In the conclusion, the results of our study are summarized, conclusions are
formulated, the theoretical and practical significance of the work is summarized,

and Takee is outlined possible prospects for further research in this direction.
