The three Rs of the environment

People everywhere in the world produce a lot of rubbish but there is not

enough space, and landfills are filling up quickly. If we want to save our planet,



then the so-called three Rs are essential for learning how to deal with the waste we
produce. The three Rs are reduce, reuse, and recycle. Here are a number of tips on
what you can do to save the environment.

Reduce

A good place to start is by buying things that don’t have a lot of packaging.
Then there are items you may not use very often, so you might as well borrow
them from someone instead of buying them. Nowadays, newspapers can be read
online so buying the paper edition is not necessary. The same goes for emails and
hence it is usually not necessary to print them out. Generally, the use of electricity
can be greatly reduced by, for example, turning off lights that are not used.

Reuse

When you go shopping, refuse plastic bags and bring a bag with you instead.
If you’re not buying a lot, a bag is not necessary to begin with. Reusable bags
should be heavier and more durable. If you prepare your lunch at home, put it in a
plastic lunch box. I always keep shoe boxes as they are great to store stuff. Many
cities have collection points for used clothes. If you have clothes that are still in
good shape, you can bring them to the collection points rather than throwing them
away.

Recycle

Recycling is a process that makes it possible to create new products out of
old ones. Paper, aluminium, glass and plastic can often be recycled.

Glass has been used for thousands of years and is relatively easy to recycle.
Aluminium can be repeatedly recycled quickly and easily. Paper is recyclable but it
cannot be recycled forever. The small fibres in paper eventually become very weak
so that they can’t be recycled into good paper anymore. Also, not every type of
paper is recyclable as some high-quality paper is too expensive to recycle.

Farmers ™ market vs. Supermarket
If I need a vegetable, I go to the back yard to see what’s in the garden. If
that’s a disappointment, my next option is the farmers’ market. There I find
beautiful, fresh, and uneaten vegetables (as well as breads, meats, eggs, plants and

crafts) to suit my needs. Only if I can’t find what I need at the farmers’ market do 1

go to the supermarket for produce.

Why is the local supermarket my third choice for produce?

e Supermarket produce is not as fresh as farmers’ market fare.

e Some items are coated or treated to give the appearance of freshness.

e Supermarket produce typically loses nutritional value as it is transported from
far away.

e Produce in supermarket tends to come from large producers who use heavy
pesticides and petroleum-based fertilizers to provide “perfect” specimens for
the consumer.

e Produce in supermarkets tends to be wvarieties thatship well, but don’t
necessarily taste good.



Why do I prefer the farmers’ market?
e Produce is fresh, sometimes picked only a few hours before I buy it.
e In general, the produce has fewer pesticides.
e Talk about customer service. Local farmers literally stand behind their produce,
eager to talk with you about varieties, preparation, and preservation.
e It’s local. That impacts quality, taste, nutritional value, even carbon footprint.
What about price?
The supermarket offers convenience and variety. But on comparable items the
farmers’ market competes well in price and, in my opinion, quality. The farmers’
market doesn’t replace the supermarket, but it’s a good alternative for fresh

produce.
