1. What is the aim of phonetics?

IIpaBunbaelil otBeT: The phonetics is aimed at discussing those problems of modern phonetic science which are strongly concerned
with English language teaching.

2. What are the methods and devices of phonetic investigation?

TIpaBwibHslii oTBeT: Linguists distinguish between two groups of methods, which may be applied when investigating the sound
matter of the language: subjective and objective methods of phonetic analysis. Subjective (introspective) methods were available
from the beginning of the study of sounds. They include the oldest and simplest methods of phonetic investigation: sensory analysis
and direct observation. These consist in observing and fixing the movements and positions of one’s own or other people’s organs of
speech in the production of various speech sounds, as well as in analyzing and comparing one’s own articulatory and auditory
impressions.

Objective (instrumental) methods of phonetic analysis appeared in the second half of the XXth century with the development of such
sciences as physiology and physics. They involve the use of various instrumental techniques like palatography, laryngoscopy, X-ray
photography, electromyography, etc. The use of the data of instrumental analysis gives a detailed study

of different phonetic phenomena and articulatory processes. It’s quite clear that many instruments, which are used in analyzing
different phonetic phenomena, derive from other sciences. For instance, the articulatory parameters of speech are observed and fixed
with the help of articulograph. The spectra of speech sounds are investigated by means of sound spectrograph. The pitch component
of intonation is studied with the help of intonograph. Nowadays practically no area of practical phonetic investigation can do without
the combination of subjective and objective methods when the results of instrumental analysis supplement those available from
introspective analysis.

3. What is the significance of phonetics in teaching a foreign language?

TIpaBuibHelii oTBeT: The teaching of pronunciation has witnessed remarkable changes throughout the history of language teaching
and learning. As one of the most neglected aspects of English language teaching, pronunciation has gained attention only in the past
half of the 20th century with the rise of Audiolingualism and the Direct Method. Throughout history, teachers and applied linguists
have been concerned with the difficulty of teaching this skill. In this respect, they have attempted to develop different methods and
techniques with the reliance on other sub-disciplines such as phonetics, phonology and second language acquisition among others.
Taking phonetics and phonology as a framework, teachers have tried to make use of the different components of these core
disciplines in order to apply them to their classrooms. In this respect, this article will endeavor to highlight the importance of
phonetics and phonology in the teaching of pronunciation. Therefore, it will start by defining and contextualizing the issue of
teaching pronunciation. Second, the different components of the study of phonetics and phonology will be highlighted with their
relevance to the teaching of pronunciation. Following on, some practical techniques and activities, which involve the use of
phonetics and phonology in the teaching of pronunciation.

4. In what way is phonetics closely connected with phonology?

IIpaBunbHelii otBeT: Phonetics deals with speech sounds. In Greek «Phoneticos» means pertaining to voice and sounds. The
significance of Phonetics is evident since speech is the most important means of human intercourse. Closely associated with
Phonetics is another branch of Linguistics known as Phonology. Separate segments of speech have no meaning of their own, they
mean smth only in combinations which are called “words”. So Phonetics studies sounds as articulatory and acoustic units, and
Phonology investigates sounds as units, which serve communicative purposes. Phonetics and Phonology are closely connected. The
unit of Phonetics is a speech sound, the unit of Phonology is a phoneme. Phonemes can be discovered by a method of minimal pairs.
This method consists in finding pairs of words, which differ in one phoneme. Ex, if we replace /c/ by /b/ in word “cat”, we reproduce
anew word “bat”, so this is a pair of words distinguished in meaning by a single sound change. Two words of this kind are termed a
“minimal pair”. It’s possible to take this process further, we can also reproduce “can-ran-man” — it’s a “minimal set”. The change of
the vowel /96/ in ban-bun-bone-burn-born. To establish the phonemes of the language the phonologists try to find pairs that show
which sounds occur or do not occur in identical positions — commutation test. The phonemes of a language form the system of
oppositions, in which any phomene is usually opposed to any other phoneme in at least one position, one lexical or




grammatical minimal pair. If the substitution one sound for another results in the change of meaning, the commuted sounds are dif.
phonemes, speech sounds which are phonologically significant. So Phonology is the link between Phonetics and the rest of
Linguistics. Only by studying both the phonetics and the phonology of English is it possible to acquire a full understanding of the
use of sounds in English speech.

5. Who is the founder of the phoneme theory?

IpasuibHeil otBet: The phoneme theory came into being in Russia. It was founded by professor I.A. Baudoin de Courtenay (1845 —
1929), who was the founder of the Kazan linguistic school. The fundamental principles of the phoneme theory were worked out by
him during the 1870s. His teaching eventually became known in Western Europe primarily through his disciples. He was a
representer of the so-called psychological school of linguistics, which was current in his time. According to his theory a speech
sound is a sound of a definite acoustic quality, produced by the organs of speech. Any given speech sound is incapable of variation.
A Phoneme is defined by him as a group of related sounds of a given language, which are so used in connected speech, that no one
of them ever occurs in positions, which any other can occupy. Speech sounds which belong to the same phoneme cannot distinguish
one word from another, but phonemes distinguish one word from another in the same language.
