Beautiful Britain is a registered charity. BB, as it is better known, was formed in 2002 by the journalist Graham Hawkins and his
actress wife, Selena Tyrone.

)
BB has three areas of operations. Its first objective is to clean up Britain. BB argues that there is more waste ground and rubbish
dumps in Britain than parks and playgrounds for children. We don’t need so many areas for rubbish. The problem is that we are not
very organised at getting rid of rubbish and the government doesn’t like to spend money on cutting down on rubbish. BB hopes to
clean up these rubbish areas and turn them into clean land for families and children.

)
Its second objective is to provide homes for the many dogs and cats that live on the streets. BB provides a service that takes pets off
the streets, cleans them, feeds them and finds them new owners in new homes. Last year, 700 dogs and 500 cats were given new
homes. The hardest time is always just after Christmas and the New Year. Tom Naylor of BB says ‘Many people buy little dogs or
cats as presents and then get bored or tired of looking after them. It’s our job to make sure they are not lost on the streets.’

BB’s third objective is in education. Members of BB travel around schools in England giving workshops and seminars to both
teachers and children. Last year BB visited 700 schools and gave 1,200 workshops. This means that about 25,000 children found out
how to make Britain a cleaner place in 20 years’ time.

Graham Hawkins and Selena Tyrone are very sociable people. They are also very media-friendly. They can always be seen on chat
shows and current affairs programmes, talking about the environment.

Hi-Tech Thievery

Hi-tech bandits and mischief-makers are on the loose, stealing phone messages, selling access codes, taking computer parts and
using advanced equipment to commit fraud and other crimes. According to a survey released by a New York accounting firm, more
than a quarter of all American companies have suffered some sort of loss. 0-E

Recently, the large computer company IBM said that it was helping the FBI investigate the theft of computer parts, which may have
cost the company tens of millions dollars. As the majority of the population becomes more computer literate, hi-tech crime is
increasing.

In New York City, police recently arrested a gang of six
men for selling phones with stolen serial and identification numbers. When a call is made from one of the illegal phones, the charge

Using electronic devices, the gang picked these numbers up from the airwaves. Then, police say, they used personal computers to
program the stolen numbers into cell phones. These phones were often sold to immigrants for about 250 dollars. They would often
make international phone calls and run up huge bills on other people's accounts. Phone pirates are also active in Hong Kong. In a
police raid on an electronic shop, 130 phones were found and seven people were arrested.

A recent report suggests that companies are often at risk from security breaches by their own employees. 5—__ And so-called wide-
area networks are opening formerly internal information to the outside world.
