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The scope and structure of the study. The thesis consists of an introduction,
two chapters, conclusions for each chapter, a conclusion, a list of used sources, and
appendices. The study comprises 112 pages of printed text.

The list of sources used includes 57 items. The work contains 3 tables, 6
pictures and 11 appendices.

Research object — the process of teaching English in a preschool educational
institution.

Subject of the study — the process of developing reading skills in preschool
learners through the use of didactic games tailored to their age-specific characteristics.

Research purpose is to provide a theoretical rationale, develop, and
experimentally verify the effectiveness of a set of didactic games designed for the Jolly
Phonics course materials and aimed at developing reading skills among preschool
learners during English language classes in preschool educational institutions.

Research methods, used in the work: the analysis of psychological,
pedagogical, scientific, and methodical literature related to the research problem:;
analysis of regulatory documents; observation; description; monitoring of learning
outcomes; interpretation; generalization; analysis and comparison; experimental
research; statistical data processing.

Hypothesis — the process of developing English reading skills in preschool
learners will be more effective if specially designed didactic games are incorporated
into English lessons to stimulate reading skill development while taking into account
children’s age-related characteristics and sustaining their cognitive interest.

Novelty of the research results. The study identifies the specific features of

English language instruction in preschool educational settings and presents the results



of assessing preschool learners’ reading skill development following the experimental
study. Furthermore, a set of didactic games has been developed for use in early English
reading instruction in preschool educational institutions.

Practical significance lies in the possibility of applying its findings in the

practice of teaching English reading skills in preschool educational institutions.
