The relevance of the research is determined by the fact that the absence of a
precise definition of evil leads to the emergence of superstitions. This in turn gives
rise to various superstitions and religious sects. The researchers attributed the
emergence of religious sects with the revival of interest in the Devil as "the devil ...
is rooted in the perception of radical evil" is his absolute, just as God is the
absolute good. In addition, the devil - is the personification of evil, an attempt to
give an abstract concept and form of the system. This is the practical relevance of
our work.

One of the first to seek an answer to the question above started scholastics -
the medieval philosophers who have tried to apply the rules of formal logic to the
whole of the Christian religion. Scholastic understanding of the devil is also
interesting for the reason that the first time in its history, the personification of the
devil as an absolute evil subjected to critical analysis, its image, its role, its place in
the Christian faith began to understand from the standpoint of logic, not just blind
faith. Scholastics in another look at the ancient problem of Good and Evil.

The theoretical relevance of the work lies in the fact that the study of their
submissions regarding the devil, and their works, developing the concept, will help
historians (not theologians!) To expand the understanding of Christian dogmatism,
impregnating all the Middle Ages.

Sources. Source base of our research are the works of the medieval
scholastics, namely "Proslogion" (1077-1078), "The Fall of the Devil" (1085-1090)
and "Why God became man" (1094-1098) of St. Anselm, "Sentences" (c. 1155
-1158) Peter Lombard, "Summa contra Gentiles" (1259-1264), "Sum of theology"
(1265-1274) and a treatise «De malo» (1266-1267) Thomas Aquinas.

The degree of knowledge of the topic. Serious research monograph include
AE Macha «Hortus daemonum. Dictionary infernal mythology of the Middle Ages
and the Renaissance "and« Hostis Antiquus: Categories and images of medieval
Christian demonology. " In the above-mentioned works of the author analyzes in
detail the main categories, motifs and images of medieval Christian demonology.

Of interest are the works KV Bandurovskogo - Russian poet, scientist,
historian of philosophy, a translator. "Problems of Ethics in the" Summa
Theologica "of St. Thomas Aquinas" and "Demonology Aquinas" Among his
numerous articles we used. I think that title speaks volumes about what it is they
are dedicated to the scholastics.

A lot of useful information, give the work "Satan" philologist, cultural studies,
Bible scholar and translator S. Averintsev. It examines in detail the role and place
of the devil in the Bible, and the relation to moral evil in some other religions

Among the useful labors may be called an interesting monograph AV
Amfiteatrov and MA Orlov, "The Devil. The history of human intercourse with the
devil ", as well as the work of EJ Ivanova "The mythology of good and evil." They
contain references to the scholastic analysis of the mythological character.

Monograph Y. Sandulova "Devil. Historical and cultural phenomenon, "as
well as similar monograph VP Fetisov "Good and evil. Experience the historical
and philosophical analysis of "Lucifer is not considered a mythological-cultural,
and with the historical and philosophical point of view. The rather detailed analysis



of the different philosophical approaches to the definition of evil and the devil as
his impersonation performing evil anthropomorphization.

Among the foreign authors in the first place are the research of the American
historian and philosopher J. outstanding. Russell "Lucifer. Devil in the Middle
Ages "and" Prince of Darkness. Good and evil in human history. " The book
examines the medieval doctrine of the devil, emerged in the Orthodox East, the
Catholic West and the Islamic world. A separate chapter is devoted to the analysis
of the problem in the scholastics.

Interesting popular scientific work, written by R. Myushemble, "Essays on the
History of the Devil:. XII-XX centuries" explores the realm of mental
representations of Western man, or, as the author himself says, his imaginary
world.

The work of the historian A. Shlipera "Treatise of Satan. History of the Devil,
told by himself, "gives a lot of information about how to configure certain
conceptual connection associated with different names personalized devil, Lucifer,
Satan, Beelzebub, etc. The peculiarity of this book is that all the events described
are set out in terms of the devil himself.

In addition to these works, we have helped the works of such scholars as E.
Gilson, F. Copleston, A. Raymond, FH Cassidy et al.

Problem. Research on the subject of evil and the devil in the writings of the
Scholastics, almost none. This situation is common for both domestic and foreign
experts.

The purpose of the study is to develop a common perception of the holistic
concept of the Devil medieval scholastics by analyzing the works of Anselm of
Canterbury, Peter Lombard and Thomas Aquinas.

Achieving this goal requires the following tasks:

1. Briefly demonstrate and characterize the periods of medieval philosophy
that preceded scholasticism;

2. Show the background and features of scholasticism;

3. To study and prove the concept of the Devil as an absence, based on the
works of St. Anselm;

4. To study and analyze the generalization of the views of all the scholastics,
conducted by Peter Lombard;

5. Determine the point of view of Thomas Aquinas on Evil and Devil drawing
on his work.

On defense are made the following provisions:

- Scholastica did not arise spontaneously, and had a number of preconditions
have caused her appearance.

- Scholasticism has its own characteristics that make it unique in the area of
philosophy, unparalleled in history.

- One of the leading problems that agitated people from the earliest centuries
of Christianity, was the problem of the devil.

- One of the first people to some extent approached analytically to the subject
of the devil and the moral evil were scholastics.



- The most prominent authorities on the problems associated with the devil,
was Anselm of Canterbury, who put forward the concept of evil as the absence of
Peter Lombard, to compile a complete encyclopedia of scholastic notions of evil
that existed at the time of his life, and Thomas Aquinas, the most consistent of all
the scholastics on the moral ethical issues.

Structure of the thesis. The thesis consists of two chapters. In chapter two
paragraphs. It is dedicated to predictors of scholasticism and its features. In the
second chapter of three sections, each dedicated to one of the three under
consideration scholastics, and his views on the devil.
