Abstract of the master's thesis.

The thesis for 104 pages, 10 figures, 7 tables, 80 sources of literature.

Theme of the master’s thesis: Development of ideas about the future profession
among students of psychological and pedagogical direction.

Relevance of the research topic: The relevance of the chosen topic is that
professional humanitarian education today is experiencing a crisis associated with the
uncertainty of solving many organizational and content issues. Higher education ceases
to be a place for the formation of only professional knowledge and skills. Increasingly,
the scientific discourse determines the process of learning in the university as a space
for the development of the personality of a young man-the future specialist in the social
sphere. The future specialist's development of a holistic image of future professional
activity, consisting of adequate, complete, systematized representations, becomes one of
the primary goals of university education.

Education in the university should not only form high-quality professional
knowledge and skills for students, but also provide a conscious allocation of a real
connection between the characteristics of professional activity and the parameters of
social and personal significance. An important moment in the study of the profession is
the process of its development, the study of which is presented in the works of OD
Dyachkin, BF Lomov, MN Rybnikova, NN Kurbet, EF Platash, and others.

This issue is especially topical in the context of professional training of future
specialists in the social sphere - social educators and psychologists, which is associated
with the specific nature of the activity. A large-scale field of future professional activity
from a preschool educational institution to the organizations of the Emergencies
Ministry and GUFSIN systems, on the one hand, and work with unique difficult life
situations, each of which requires the selection of a specific, often unique solution, on
the other. These factors cause a certain blurring and fuzziness of the image of the future
profession of a bachelor who studies the profile of "Psychology and Social Pedagogy".

Object of research: the process of developing ideas about the future profession

among students of the psychological and pedagogical direction.



The subject of the research: the organizational and pedagogical conditions for
the development of ideas about the future profession among students on the
psychological and pedagogical direction.

The purpose of the work: to theoretically substantiate and develop pedagogical
conditions for the development of ideas about the future profession among students of
the psychological and pedagogical direction, to realize and test their effectiveness in the
process of experimental work.

The objectives of the dissertation:

1. To study and analyze the psychological-pedagogical and scientific-methodical
literature on the research problem

2. To diagnose the actual state of the students' ideas about the future profession

3. Develop and test the psychological and pedagogical conditions for the
development of ideas about the future professional activity of students in the
psychological and pedagogical direction, and check their effectiveness in experimental
work.

4. Analyze and interpret the results of the study.

Methods of research: theoretical - analysis of psychological and educational
literature; empirical - ascertaining experiment, questioning, testing, observation,
forming an experiment; mathematical methods of quantitative and qualitative data
processing of experimental work.

Hypothesis: the following organizational and pedagogical conditions will
contribute to the development of ideas about the future profession in the students of the
psychological and pedagogical direction:

1. Organization of meetings with professional reality of different degrees of
involvement of students;

2. Organization of classes with elements of training aimed at developing the
student's professional self-awareness and reflecting himself as a subject of professional
activity;

3. Inclusion in professional activities through the implementation of research

samples.



Scientific novelty consists in the fact that: developed conditions that ensure the
development of ideas about the future professional activity of bachelors Profile
"Psychology of Social Pedagogy", the development of training programs with the
students.

Basic provisions to be protected:

1. At various stages of university education, students' presentations on the profile
of "Psychology and Social Pedagogy" on professional activities are changing. They
become more complete, complete, adequate.

2. As a determinant of the development of ideas about the profession, such
indicators as the availability of the initial available ideas about the profession, the
availability of personal qualities inherent in the profession, motivation for learning,
obtaining knowledge, mastering the profession. These indicators show significant
differences in the transition of students from one stage of training to another.

3. Representations about the profession of students-psychologists can be divided
into three levels: low, medium, high. It is assumed that by the fourth year of study at the
university, students will gain enough theoretical knowledge, reinforce the theory with
practical skills, which leads to a high level of ideas about the future profession in the
students of the psychological and pedagogical direction.

4. The development of adequate ideas about the profession among learners is
influenced by their personal characteristics: the features of the value-semantic sphere,
the level of development of empathic abilities, and the predisposition to activity in the
human-human sphere.

5. Analysis of the relationship between the indicators of available fragmentary
ideas about the profession, personal characteristics, students allows you to determine the
direction of their formation. It provides an opportunity to determine the directions of
work with students to form adequate complete systematized ideas about the future
profession.

Theoretical and practical significance of the research:

The theoretical significance of the dissertation research is to expand the concepts

of the image of the future profession, the idea of a future profession. This work provides
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practical significance, which is expressed in the development of a program for the
formation of adequate ideas about the future profession among students on the profile of
"Psychology and Social Pedagogy."

Results of the study:

1. Taking into account the opinions of different scientists, we understand the
future professional activity of the bachelor of the humanitarian direction as an integral
dynamic information education, the structure and content of which depends on its
purpose, the reflection of the human "I" in the profession.

2. In the course of experimental work, psychological and pedagogical conditions
were developed and introduced, such as: organization of meetings with professional
reality of different degrees of involvement of students; organization of classes with
elements of training aimed at developing the professional self-awareness of the learner
and reflecting himself as a subject of professional activity; inclusion in professional
activities through the implementation of research samples. Each of these conditions
works on components of the development of ideas about the future profession: a
cognitive, emotionally reflective and motivationally active component.

3. The effectiveness of the implementation of psychological and pedagogical
conditions is confirmed after a secondary diagnosis of the test subjects. 28% of students

remained at a low level, 64% moved to the middle level, 8% - a high level.
