The relevance of our study is due to the lack of pedagogical conditions for the
formation of cohesion of a team of children in groups of elementary training

involved in football.



The object of this study is the training process of children in groups of initial
training involved in football, the subject is the formation of cohesion of a team of
children in groups of initial training involved in football.

The main goal of the research is to theoretically substantiate the process of
forming cohesion of a team of children in groups of initial training involved in
football, to develop new pedagogical conditions for its formation and to test their
effectiveness experimentally.

Scientific novelty. For the first time in the training process in the initial
training groups involved in football, pedagogical conditions are introduced to form
team cohesion.

Practical significance. New pedagogical conditions, when used correctly,
contribute to the formation of cohesion of a team of children in groups of
elementary training involved in football.

In the process of solving the tasks set by us, we analyzed the scientific and
methodological literature on the research problem and studied the accumulated
experience; we developed pedagogical conditions for the formation of cohesion of
the children's team in the initial training groups involved in football, including
where

- the hours of the training program are redistributed in an equal ratio between
individual and collective training;

- implemented in the training process outdoor games with simultaneous
participation of three teams;

- football games were held in a circular system.



They also determined the effectiveness of pedagogical conditions for the
formation of cohesion of a team of children in groups of elementary training
involved in football.
